SAVVA TECHNICAL TIP 60 - ELECTRIC WATER PUMPS.

In the last article we discussed electric fans and mentioned there were three alternative ways of
overcoming over heating of engines. To prove us wrong we received a very interesting note from
Andrew Steward from the VCC stating that there were in fact four alternatives. Here’s the fourth.

Andrew is the proud owner of a BSA scout which has “thermo-syphon” system. In other words, like
an Austin 7 or Ford model T, they don’t have a water pump but rely on hot water to circulate by
convection. Unfortunately, as many of us owners or ex-owners of Model T's are aware, this system,
whilst it works, tends to overheat in very hot weather. To solve his problem Andrew fitted one of
these new-fangled electrically operated water pumps into the bottom water hose. They are
supposed to operate on 12 volts however he is using 6 volts without a problem.

| contacted the supplier in Pretoria and they confirmed they have two models available - the
EWP80 and the EWP115. The EWP80 pumps 80 liters of water a minute and the EWP115, 115
liters. The latter being more suitable for larger or V8 engines.

The agent also pointed out that there is an electronic controller available which acts like a
thermostat and one can pre-set the water temperature required. If you use the controller then 6 volt
operation will be a no-no. I've requested the agent to contact the manufacturer about the use of 6
volts as they’ve never had this request before.

1936 STAINLESS STEEL FORD

The following photograph is of a 1936 Ford Tudor sedan built for Allegheny Ludlum Steel in 1936.
This is one of only four of these cars in existence, and is the only one still running and roadworthy.
This car is in exceptional condition. All four cars had gone over 320,000 kilometers before they
were removed from service.

These cars were built for Allegheny Steel as
promotional and marketing projects. Each
year the top salesmen were given the honour
of driving them for one year. The 64 kilowatt
V8 engine was surprisingly smooth and quiet.
The car was insured for $1.5 million for the
trip to the Louisville show. The dies used to
manufacture the body panels were ruined by
stamping the stainless steel, so no more of
these cars will ever be produced.

PROFILE — GORDON STEWART

Gordon developed an interest in older cars during 1953 when he was an apprentice fitter and
turner at David Brown Precision Equipment and could not afford any of the modern cars. His first
car was a 1936 Morris 8 which used more oil than petrol. Having rebuilt the engine and found how
well the car ran, the bug bit him. A colleague at David Brown, Jack Greg introduced him to the VVC
at a meeting at the Nettleton's house in Atara Cluny Rd. he was accepted and joined in 1961. At
this stage he had a 1938 Riley Victor which was named after the Riley’s son. Much later he actually
met Victor Riley at a Rally in Mossel Bay.

In 1962 he bought a 1947 Morgan from Mike Jones, Roy Jones’ brother and had many joyful drives
until an accident put him and the Morgan out of action.

During 1964 he acquired the AC (Suitcase) from Lyn Wilson. It took Neville Mayhew and him four
hours from Johannesburg to Benoni. After stripping the engine he found the timing to be five teeth
out, and after correcting this, the car went beautifully and they participated in many national and
international rallies.

A friend told him that Roy Whiteford had a 1937 Jaguar SS100 for sale at the massive price of
R1000.00. The car was in Pietermaritzburg and he and Neville went there to see it and his offer of
R850 was accepted. The car was rebuilt by Chris van Moerkerken and fitted with a V8 motor.
Fortunately the original engine and gearbox was still there. He got a loan from the Trust Bank and
paid it off over 12 months having to sacrifice some trips to the pub.



Des Berkman asked him to join him on a
picnic at the Vaal Dam, and this was his
first date with his future wife, Biggi. They
went back to the Berkmans' for
sundowners, too many of which were
consumed. On the way home, long after
midnight, the car cut out and would not
start again, but fortunately they were
towed back to Nigel. The car was out of
petrol but Gordon had no money so had to
borrow R3.00 from Biggi, and his fate was
sealed. On trying to restart the engine it
burst into flames, doing a lot of damage to
the Jaguar. Biggi, fresh from Germany,
learned a lot of new words that night!
After 43 years she is still with him. Some 19 years later he restored the SS100 to its full glory, but
sadly had to sell it in 2000.

In 1987 Gordon bought a 1927 AC. This car had belonged to Sunny Lester and was sold to Eric
Glashby in Rhodesia who then sold it to Roy Lyons who brought it back to Johannesburg. The car
was in a stripped condition when Gordon bought it and he has been restoring it for a long time now,
but hopes to have it running by the end of this year.

Gordon says that the VVC is a wonderful club and he and Biggi always look forward to seeing
friends again when they visit Johannesburg, having now retired to the Cape near Wilderness.

CAR RADIOS — FROM THEN UNTIL NOW (PART 4 - FINAL)

The early 70’s was the culmination of 50 years of development and radios from this era were the
best ever — they were excellent even by today’'s standards. Radios by now had lost the useless
short wave bands and offered usable MW and FM bands. Posh radios even offered mechanical
preselect buttons for easy tuning. Gone for once and all was the necessity to wait for the next
traffic light to twiddle away at the tuning knob looking for your favourite station.

The question is which radios are collectable today and what should we be looking for? Early
prewar radios are hard to find in good condition and one should rather contact a knowledgeable
collector to try and locate one either in working or rebuildable order. Keep in mind these radios only
pick up the Broadcast band (MW) so they are very limited in their usefulness.

Most collectors keep early radios for cosmetic purposes only — they look good in the dashboard. It
is possible to convert them to FM but that takes very special expertise. Radios from the 1950s, like
early Supersonics, are easy to find at reasonable prices but limited in their usefulness. Radios from
the 1970s are the best to look for and invariably have preselect buttons - but don’t expect the tape
player to work. Leave the units with built in tape players alone unless you absolutely crave your
music tapes. The reason is that the tape player's mechanisms are invariably worn out and parts
unobtainable.

In conclusion — here is a very strange fact, and one to keep in mind when looking for collectable
radios. Any valve radio, car or domestic, regardless of age, can be repaired or totally refurbished
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as all parts including valves, transformers, vibrators etc are still available. This unfortunately does
not apply to transistor operated radios. The cost of repairing transistor radios can be prohibitive
and in many cases impossible as many parts are just not available.
So often | look into a magnificent car
to see an ultra-modern radio fitted.
This is really a turn-off. Incidentally,
these are the cars that invariably
have chrome “mag” wheels. My
advice to purists who don’t want to fit
- a modern radio in a collector car is to
232200 SHARP fit a period radio in the dash for
s a0 o0 ke ST S cosmetic purposes and fit a modern
—x- = S one under the dash where it cannot
be seen. Don't buy an el-cheapo
modern radio - buy a decent make. If
you are happy with FM only radio and
don’t require a tape or CD player,
then purchase an FM only radio.
Good used ones are available for
under R200.00 each. They are small,
light, and ideal for hiding under the
dash.

IF YOU HAVE NEVER RIDDEN A VINTAGE MOTORCYCLE READ ON:
Richard Hammond of Top Gear on riding a 1927 Sunbea m : Top Gear January 2012
(After spending a morning getting to know his wife’s new horses Richard wrote;)

“I began to wonder if perhaps equestrianism might be the thing for me. After all, I've never had to
spend this much time getting to know a car.

And then my mate Dave Cameron arrived with my bike. | should say this Dave Cameron is not the
pudgy-faced Dave Cameron from the telly; this Dave is a friend who specialises in restoring and
running vintage vehicles. And the bike he brought is my 1927 Sunbeam, bought a while ago in an
auction. This, then, would be my first ride on an 85-year-old motorcycle, and was the motoring
equivalent of the horse introductions | had undergone earlier in the day. Only it turned out more
complicated. By 1927, the internal combustion engine was more than a novelty; it was seen as
something of genuine practical use. But, bloody hell, it was a long way from twist 'n' go.

To start it, first undertake a two-year BTEC course in mechanical engineering, because you'll need
to know exactly how it works. The carburetor isn't one big lump, its constituent elements are
scattered about the bike. Find the float bowl, and hit the button to fill it with fuel. Don't overfill, or
you'll flood it and it won't start. Wait until the seam halfway up the slide-valve body is wet - it's not a
design feature, just a leaky seam but it's a useful telltale. Retard the ignition - the lever is one of the
six or seven lurking on the handlebars - otherwise it'll fire at the wrong moment, and the kick start
will catapult you through the garage roof. Close the choke valve, kick it over, swear and repeat.
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There is no ignition to turn on and off, it'll do 60mph, but there's no speedo to tell you when you
are. There are no brakes to speak of, so think ahead. You switch the lights on with a match. Once
underway, it's essential you advance the ignition when the engine's warm - again, no dial to tell
you.

Changing gear is done with a lever on the right of the tank. The clutch is on the left handlebar.
Take your right hand off the throttle, and the engine will die, so use your left to change without the
clutch by matching road and engine speed. Essential point: it's a total-loss lubrication system, a
mechanical pump on the end of the crankshaft pulls it down from the tank. Check in the sight glass
by your right foot that oil is dripping into the chamber. It should be checked every five miles; there
is no odometer. If the engine gets hot, use a plunger on top of the fuel tank to send more oil into
the crankshatft, if you don't do this, the engine will be ruined. There is no temperature gauge to tell
you when the engine is hot.

You must do all this whilst riding a motorcycle. It's easier to get to know a horse.”

SEALING PETROL TANKS

With reference to the short article in the club magazine which referred to the use of a sloshing
supplied by 3M in order to seal petrol tanks. A number of years ago | had to seal a petrol tank
which is pressurised and as a result moves in and out to a small extent. This made the tank very
difficult to seal. So | decided to use the 3M sloshing compound with disastrous results because our
petrol has a large percentage of alcohol in the mix. The petrol alcohol mix in the tank slowly
dissolved the sloshing compound. When the petrol alcohol mix evaporated in the carb it left a sticky
deposit which blocked the jets.

It was a big problem to clean the tank and remove the sloshing compound. | had to cut open the
tank and remember putting sand in the tank and turning it around. | don't remember that this was
very successful and in the end the whole tank was dismantled and cleaned with a scraper. | have
been told that the 3M product is for use in aircraft petrol tanks and that there is no alcohol added to
aviation fuel.



Subsequently for another car | responded to an advert from Pretoria North company which offered
to seal tanks with an alcohol resistant compound. | took the tank to Pretoria and it was returned a
while later in a terrible condition. The tank had been cut open in a number of places and very
amateurishly the re-welded. | was most disappointed and refused to pay for the sealing operation.
tank remade in aluminium at considerable cost.

I'm not sure that an aluminium tank is the final solution as | have a suspicion that the alcohol petrol
mix is attacking the aluminium. | find it strange green deposit in the area which is in contact with
the petrol. Perhaps some of our members who have a knowledge of chemical reactions would care
to comment. Short of making a new tank | don't quite know what the solution is. | believe there is a
compound available in the United States which is alcohol resistant.

My message is that before you use a sloshing compound in your petrol tank make enquiries
whether it is alcohol resistant.

MOTORING MEMORIES

Early wheels and ‘when we’ moments

As a mature user of motorized transport | have had a fair number of challenges over the years but
the first | can remember happened long before | got an engine. As a 12 year-old my parents moved
to a small farm in Constantia. This property was blessed with a long drive which curved up hill in
front of the house. Inevitably my brother and | produced a soap box cart to get maximum pleasure
out of the road. This was more a buck board than a box cart being made of two stout pieces of
wood linking a fixed axle with a pivoted one for steering. We learned very quickly that rear wheel
steering has different dynamics to front wheel and a number of visits to the cow pats in the
meadow or the orchard soon persuaded us to give it up.

| lost count of the number of bicycle frames we broke riding in the Tokai forest and mountains.
Mountain bikes were still way in the future. Once on powered wheels, | learned to ride on pine
needles using a very early Rex single speed belonging to a friend and later on my own odd ball
moped. Odd ball because we never discovered what make it was. The other odd thing was that at
age 14 or so the only time | came close to falling off was after hitting a dog on a highly illegal ride
on the public road. Dog and | were both fine. All these early experiences were normally done bare
foot and certainly without a helmet, gloves or other protective gear.

The road to the farm was a source of many challenges. One day when returning from school on my
bicycle | was head down, flat out down a hill and concentrating hard on not being thrown off by the
sand. | failed to notice my mom in her Renault approaching around a corner. She was somewhat
concerned to see her eldest fly over the top of her car. They built them tough in those days and |
continued home, bike intact and not seriously hurt. She continued to her appointment at the Cape
Show.

As life went on | ended up working for Chrysler as a technical clerk in the pre-production control
department. This entailed leaving home at 06:30 to be at work at 07:30 so that | could leave at
16:30 to get to evening classes at University in Cape Town by 17:10. For this purpose | acquired
my own Renault 4cv.

What a great work-horse that was. | remember putting a yacht | had borrowed from my younger
brother on top of the car (it fitted very snugly) and going to fetch my girlfriend at the local teacher
training college prior to an Easter weekend sailing at Hermanus. We got caught by the weather and
got back a day late, but she was hauled over the coals because | had whipped across to the bottle
store on the other side of the Mowbray main road and bought a case of beer, which | loaded under
her legs in front of her seat while parked at the collect which was the only space available.
Teachers apparently didn’t do this kind of thing!

The only time that little Renault really let me down was well after midnight following a dalliance in
the forest near Rhodes Memorial on the way back from a party. We were heading to her parents’
home at Zeekoe Vlei when with a bang, and not a whisper, the crank shaft broke. It was late and
my dad was not amused at having to mount a rescue at that hour of the morning. He would have
been even more un-amused had he known the real reason we were so late.
