to get it started when something drastic went wrong resulting in flaming petrol going in all
directions. The covers on cars standing near-by also caught fire. They grabbed a fire extinguisher
only to find out it was inoperative. Apparently, they were able to drag the burning covers outside
and saved the cars but not before the gentleman was seriously injured and ended up in the burns
unit of a hospital. Regretfully, he has subsequently passed-on.

Please check your fire extinguishers — don’t assume they are in working
condition and make sure you

know how to operate them.

Most have a pin and anti-

tamper seal which must be

removed before the unit will

work.

Some of the smaller ones have a
dial which indicates their condition;
however, whilst these smaller ones
are very handy and we can carry
them in our cars we should also have
much larger ones in our workshops.
CO2 filled extinguishers are very
effective, leave no mess when used
and all have gauges.

It is a simple and inexpensive
exercise to take your extinguishers
to a fire extinguisher company every
few years to have them checked.

THE BLINKWATER BOYS : PART 2
(3RD EXPIDITION) By : John Allison

Queenstown, a once proud old Station, suffering the indignity of slovenly maintenance or, more pointedly,
“NONE”. What shame on the present custodians of a once magnificent railway system that once carried
goods and passengers with equal aplomb. “WILL THEY EVER GET BACK ON TRACK?” OK Johnny,
stop winging — WE'RE HERE!

We find PUMBA standing to attention outside the station amongst a flotilla of Toyota’s gift to Africa.
Pumba is a 50 year old Landy, still working for a living and fully equipped to handle anything that stands
between it and it's destination. lan is its long term owner and it rides proudly in that Landy old lady
way. Brother Clive keeps it in good order, at his house alongside his neat little 45 year old 1ZUZU 4X4
bakkie, tough as old nails.

Clive alights from Pumba and helps us pile in the luggage. Then off we go to Clive’s place to meet up
with the rest of the BLINKWATER BOYS — Brian, Noel, Brett and Bradley, who arrived in Bradley’s new
acquisition, a rather splendid, fully equipped Toyota 4X4, with all the latest off-road camping equipment.
The fun begins after loading all the vital quartermasters’ provisions. The weather is clement; the
company close as gravy in a potjie pot. The going gets

more challenging as we leave the outskirts of Queenstown. lan recalling the history of the area.

It's not long before we encounter an area where what used to be the road. Now, not even negotiable
by the toughest off-roader. We plot a route through the rocky veld. New tracks are made. All vehicles
meet the challenge, albeit with Pumba’s clutch offering some truculence, requiring some rather special
driver skills. On we go towards our lunch stop at the old bridge, with its pristine pure water ideal to
put in your favourite Scotch. The troops enjoy a feast of sausages and chicken, lubricated with various
beverages. Soon we are on the way again, in Pumba, which has a lusty 4.1 litre Chev delivering
enough torque to match that of its occupants and keep gear changing to a minimum, which is slightly
more challenging with a faulty clutch slave cylinder. But our driver’s intuitive mechanical touch appears
to have achieved the “near immaculate” clutchless gear change.

Heading for “Sweet Home” ( the Holmestead) the countryside, its majestic scenery, rugged roads like
devils elbows, lead us through the Katberg Mountains and many more historic areas where various
wars were fought, including Fort Beaufort, a once sizeable British Fort and Barracks, whose main
buttressed tower surveys the surrounding topography, where ever vigilant watch was kept over the war

facing Xhosa and Khoisan warriors.



Our main destination is Upper Blinkwater, a once thriving small village, not far from Fort Beaufort.
“Sweet Home” the Holmes Family Seat, being very much a part of the farming activities in the area with
lan and Clive’s Father Lester, cultivating and taming the land, whilst his wife, Muriel, (nee Dobrowsky)
miraculously taught children of widely varying ages, in a small school built on the property. The name
“Blinkwater”; thought erroneously by Afrikaans folk in the area to mean “shining water” is accredited
to a certain Captain Blinkwater of the British Army (possibly part of the Fort Beaufort Contingent).

We visited the tidy fenced cemetery, paying our respects to the several generations of the Holmes
Forebears. Later we watch, as the Holmes Clan (as on previous occasions) bestow gifts of food &
provisions, some in liquid form, to the surviving members of the loyal workers who somehow manage
to live, without any real endeavour or future prospects (sad through my eyes!) yet, there is a sense of
simple contentment.

Various explorations of the surrounding areas take place in the next few hours, such as looking for old
homesteads, now in ruins and inaccessible, since much of the open farmland and roads have been
engulfed by the cursed Black Wattle Trees, which over the last 20/30 years have taken over arable
farm land, seeding rapidly and of course, sapping the vital water table. The wattles are so dense, that
some of the lads struggled to get back to the vehicles.

By now it's mid afternoon. We have to reach “Mpofu Lodge” which is on a small game reserve. We
reach the lodge in beautiful, late afternoon sunlight with very special vistas from the lodge elevated
position. Bradley takes a few guys on a game drive, others relax with a beer or two, whilst preparing
for the braai feast. The place is ideal for our purpose. Soon the fires are ready. The conversation
around the bar is full of tales of past and tales of the days exploits. A full day indeed. The food comes
to the massive old table. We imbibe in gusto, enjoying the company until late.

Next morning (Sunday 20th) Hamish, our Petrol head Svengaly, has come up with a plan to solve
Pumba’s problem. A derelict Land Rover has been spotted lurking under a thick blanket of dust, replete
with flat tyres, having expired a long time ago. We seek permission from the handyman on the property,
who agrees that we could “borrow” the required parts to fix our Landy, only to be thwarted by parts that
look the same, but have different threads. However, we know Pumba will get us home to Queenstown.
No problem on the open roads, but somewhat problematic in Queenstown’s unruly traffic.

Our journey back was good, with stops along the way, looking at places on interest, magnificent old
churches in once thriving towns, shops and houses empty, boarded up. | was surprised to hear the
railway had passed through the area — no track of if now! The thousands of people living in the rural
areas now rely on battered taxis to take them to Queens at extortionist fares. It's sad to see such
regression. Such is the way of misguided politics — “cry beloved country”!!

Queens again at Clive’s House and the merry band; disband. Such a lot has been packed into a short
time frame. For me, the enjoyment comes from experiencing something with friends, something of the
early lifestyle, the knowledge of area and the intriguing tales of those times, seems life on the farms
was far from dull! It is all so un-commercial and far from the “madding crowd”.

Soon we are back on the train and it's all downhill again, or, more correctly, uphill? But with indelible
memories intact. Many thanks lan, Clive and the BLINKWATER BOYS. May they always remain JUST
BOYS!

| am sure that much more will be written about the DJ but here are some facts and observations on
this year’s run.

Wednesday night saw all the competitors who had already arrived and who had taken the trouble to
go out to the Car Cub in Kloof treated to a wonderful spread at the now traditional pre DJ Cocktail party.

This is a note sent to The VVC from our member Noel McIntosh. Noel joined VVC in 1969. He and
Donna and the family emigrated to Australia in 1978, but they have remained members of The VVC
and kept in contact in all this time.

10th Anniversary of record drive in 1913 Vauxhall
This year marks the tenth anniversary of a record drive around Australia in a 1913 Vauxhall.

The longest Tour in the history of the VSCC (Australia) was held 10 years ago.
Entries opened in the first months of 2004 for the 60th Anniversary Tour around Australia, to be held
in September.

Many members expressed great enthusiasm but were held back by either work or partners.

The route was planned to hug the Australian coast ... except Tasmania. The night stops were nominated
so entrants could meet to discuss the day’s drive without having to follow a detailed route schedule.

When entries closed there was only one entrant. a veteran Vauxhall with Noel Mcintosh and Rob
Everett. This was the car, which VVC member took to Australia in 1978. The 1913 car was meticulously
prepared. Its trans-Russian engine, gearbox and back axle were rebuilt. A spare engine was also
overhauled and run in just in case a spare was needed en-route. They started on the 15th September
2004 on the 16 0000 km drive.........

Highlights of the trip were the long driving days usually covering 500kms, meeting members of other
vintage clubs and fixing a bigend bearing Darwin in 48 hours.
